Wairoa Hospital Helipad Operations 
· To secure and prevent vehicle access to Wairoa Hospital Helipad during use by the rescue helicopter, hospital staff are now required to put up barriers and signage around the helipad.  

· During normal office hours on weekday’s hospital staff require at least 30 minutes notice to organize ground staff to erect the barriers and signage.  
· The pilot in command will be responsible to ensure this requirement is meet prior to landing at the helipad by phoning reception on 06 838 7099, or extension 4809.  

· Alternatively EACC can contact Wairoa Hospital and provide an ETA, or Wairoa Hospital can be contacted directly through the ambulance radio by carrying out an R40.
· Outside normal office hours (nights, weekends and public holidays) ground staff will erect the barriers and signage and leave them permanently erected.  

· If for some reason you arrive at the helipad and the barriers and signage aren’t erected, the pilot or crewmembers are to install the barriers prior to takeoff.
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
