CONTRACT FOR MAINTENANCE OF AIRCRAFT

THE PARTIES
This Agreement is between –

2. 
TERM OF AGREEMENT
This agreement shall endure from the date of signing and will remain in force until terminated by either party by providing one month's written notice.

3. 
SCOPE OF AGREEMENT
This agreement is independent of any other commercial agreement in place between the Parties and shall cover all maintenance to be done, or subcontracted, upon the aircraft specified in the Operator's exposition and the Maintenance Provider herein agrees to –

Perform all maintenance in accordance with the requirements set down in the Operator’s exposition, the Civil Aviation Act 1990, the relevant Civil Aviation Rules and any documents made there under; and shall be inclusive of -

(i) Providing, controlling and amending appropriate documentation necessary to ensure that the planned maintenance can be properly carried out and recorded including; the relevant aircraft maintenance, repair and parts manuals; aircraft maintenance work schedules; and the associated recording documents; and

(ii) Providing adequate and trained technical and other staff so that the maintenance can be properly carried out including; arrangements for line station support; and the rectification of defects away from base; and

(iii) Ensuring any person certifying a release to service has not been on duty for more than 16 hours in the previous 24 consecutive hours; and has been relieved of duty for at least 8 hours immediately prior to commencing the duty period; and received at least 24 consecutive hours free from duty during any seven day period or the equivalent thereof within any one calendar month.

(iv) Providing adequate resources including, workshop facilities, equipment, tools, and accommodation so that the planned aircraft maintenance can be properly carried out; and

(v) Establishing and maintaining procedures to ensure details are accurately recorded of testing, checking, and calibration of any safety-critical resources used in carrying out the maintenance work, including the retention of such records for at least two years; and

(vi) Providing, accepting, and storing all aircraft spare parts; and

(vii) Managing the operator's reliability programme if applicable; and

(viii) Completing all necessary aircraft maintenance records and maintaining the aircraft log books including the proper storage and care of such records; and

(ix) Ensuring aircraft flight manuals are maintained at the latest revision status; and

(x) Ensuring aircraft placards are fitted as appropriate; and

(xi) Satisfying any CAA requirements in respect to the conduct of maintenance on the operator's aircraft; and

(xii) Satisfying any findings made by the operator's internal quality assurance system in respect to the performance and standards of maintenance on the operator's aircraft; and

(xiii) Liaison with the Operator's Maintenance Controller on all matters pertinent to the airworthiness of the aircraft and the timely completion of maintenance activities; and

(xiv) Assisting the Operator to maintain a relevant maintenance programme and properly assess Airworthiness Directives, Service Bulletins, modifications and manufacturer's technical letters.

4. 
CO-ORDINATION
Matters pertaining to the operation of this Agreement shall be determined between the Engineering Manager acting for the Maintenance Provider and the Maintenance Controller acting for the Operator. Variations and additions agreeable to the Parties shall be recorded in writing.
