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Flight Tests Terms and Conditions

Each assessment is carried out by an appropriately qualified Flight Examiner to the following terms and conditions: in an aircraft that is:

In an aircraft that is:

1. Fully airworthy, fuelled and equipped for the planned flight

2. Has a valid C of A and Air Technical Log, and release to service

3. Insured to absolve the Flight Examiner of any liability in the event of aircraft, personnel and third party damage.

4. Fitted with fully functional dual controls and equipped with a suitable means of communication between candidate and examiner.

5. Fitted with instrumentation essential for the maneuvering and flight rules planned are to be visible to the examiner without excessive parallax error. (the examiner will determine the interpretation of excessive)

The Assessment:

1 The candidate is the Pilot in Command unless for reasons of safety the examiner takes control.

2 Candidate and examiner are to be rated on the aircraft, (unless this is a licence issue examination in which case only the examiner will hold a type rating).  

3 Should the candidate fail the flight test, the examiner will debrief and reschedule a new assessment, test fees will apply for each assessment carried out.

4 Assessment fee payment is to be made at the time the assessment is carried out.

5 Prior to the assessment the examiner will brief the candidate on the terms, and procedures or requirements of the assessment.

6 Upon completion a debrief will be conducted.

7 The candidate will ensure that their Logbook is available, up to date, correctly assessed and that all relevant documentation is available to the Flight Examiner.

8 Candidate’s employer (if applicable) will be advised of the result of the assessment and any limitations imposed

9 Candidate’s log book will be annotated showing the assessment successfully completed.

10 Assessment forms will be made available to the candidate and employer.

The Facility:

The candidate is to ensure that there is a quiet room/office for the conduct of Pre-flight and post flight examinations and briefings.
